1. Create a TBR (To Be Read list). The foundation to a great

3. Build reading into your routine. Start each day with a chapter and
a cup of coffee, or end the days with your novel and a cup of
tea. Read a bit on your lunch break, or while dinner cooks. When
you establish a reading rhythm, you end up reading more.

4. Visit a book club or author event. Whether in person or on Zoom,
digging into a book with fellow readers and/or the authors who
wrote them helps you enjoy and appreciate your books even more.
